Van Buren House

On April 24, 2015 a historic marker was installed in front of the Hans Van Buren house, built in
1763, on 99 South Main Street in Castleton-on-Hudson. The marker was installed by the
Historical Society of Esquatak.

Village Historian Ellen Allen says the house was that of Maas Van Buren and his son Johannes,
who leased land from the Van Rensselaer patroon. According to Ms. Allen, the house was built
of bricks said to have been the first ones brought up the river from Haverstraw. The Van Burens
were farmers and cousins of President Martin Van Buren of Kinderhook.
